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Our college-preparatory program focuses on the whole child and
includes a challenging curriculum, personalized and blended instruction, community
values, advisory, SAT prep, and honors, AP and dual enroliment courses. Integral to EL
Education, students complete in-depth learning expeditions, many related to our
community’s needs, that engage students in their own academic growth while also

building character. Our graduates know how to advocate for themselves and persevere.

We hold our students to high standards. To graduate, 12th graders must pass a
rigorous capstone project, Senior Expedition, that involves a 10-page research paper,
the creation of an original product, and a 50-minute panel presentation.
