Dear Middle School Families,

We appreciate your continued partnership this year as we've implemented distance learning and hope you
are eagerly anticipating the start of summer! Two full months of fun await in addition to the opportunity to
prepare for a successful 2020-2021 school year. While it is important that our students maintain momentum
in the summer months in order to be ready to hit the ground running in the fall every year, this year it is
essential. With this in mind, we will continue to have two summer tasks (one math focused, one humanities
focused) for each student to complete to be ready for the rigor of a new grade at Capital City, but have
adjusted their content. We will also be providing additional resources beyond the tasks to reinforce skills
from current grade level and beyond. Students are encouraged to handwrite or type up their work. For
humanities, the assigned book will be mailed home in the coming weeks. Each task is due to be digitally
shared on the first day of school (August 31, 2020) to the appropriate teacher (math task to new math
teacher, humanities task to new humanities teacher). We hope that by engaging in these tasks over the
summer, students will not lose the skills they have already worked so hard to gain during the schoo! year.
We believe that with encouragement, students love learning and get bored without it! The learning targets
across the grade levels for each task are as follows:

Humanities Learning Targets:
e | canread a book to enhance my reading skills and prepare me for future reading
e | can synthesize my knowledge of a novel in writing
e | can prepare to actively discuss a novel with my peers

Math Learning Targets:
e | can establish and maintain a growth mindset for math
e | can use numbers flexibly to identify patterns and make mathematical models

Students will know they have been successful this summer if they can say with confidence that each of the
learning target statements for both math and humanities tasks are true. We welcome families to offer
support and encouragement to students as needed as they complete each task, while recognizing that the
tasks should be reflective of current student ability and often serve as a baseline for teachers as they get to
know new students. If questions arise over the summer, feel free to reach out to the teachers listed on each
task directly, or contact the administration. We wish you a restful and relaxing summer and are excited to
welcome you back in the fall!

The assignment must be completed
by the first day of school. The assignment is listed and described below. If you need
any help, please feel free to email Mr. Benjamin at everetthenjamin@ccpcs.org or Ms.

Step 1: Read the novel “"Warriors Don't Cry” by Melba Pattillo Beals (audiobooks are
also available as needed)

Step 2: Review the essay assignment below along with the attached rubric.

Step 3: Complete the assignment. Use planning strategies and a rough draft to help
you create a polished final draft to submit for a grade.

Assignment: Opinion/Point of View Essay
**Will be graded on Habits of Scholars for class**

Use the attached rubric to write a 5-paragraph essay that explains vour opinion on
whether or not this book would be good to read in school. In your essay please do the
following:

- Summarize the book and make an overall claim as to why this book would be GOOD
to read in school or NOT GOOD to read in school. (intro paragraph 1)

- Give two reasons and evidence to support your claim (body paragraphs 1-2):
Remember- claim, evidence, reasoning for each of these paragraphs with examples!

- Address the counterclaim/rebuttal explaining why the other side is wrong (body
paragraph 3): Remember- claim, evidence, reasoning for this paragraph!

- Restate your main overall claim and points (conclusion)
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
